Andy Goldner (aka. Andy Gdldner) is still an important part of the
music scene in the Stuttgart area today. He started out as a member
of the Stuttgart band The Five-Fold (1965-1969). Musically, they
were characterised by beat and pop, as well as the music of Jimmy
Hendrix. Andy Goldner was also a member of the bands Muli & The
Misfits, Seelow and, of course, Exmagma. After a brief intermezzo
with the band Yagua, he founded the first Andy Goldner Band

in 1977, with which he played together with Kraan at the Mini-
Woodstock in front of 8,000 people in the Odenwald. In the same
year he played on Hellmut Hattler's LP ‘Bassball’ and a year later
on the first solo album ‘Alto’ by Johannes “Alto” Pappert. In 1979

he released his first solo LP which was recorded and produced by
Conny Plank. In 1980 he worked on his second album ‘Belleville’ for

the German label Peak (part of GAMA Musikverlag). In addition to Order-No.: ;!feilier ggfgg?%vzgew'Wave'P“”k
Goldner (vocals, guitar), his band colleague Tommy Balluf (organ) GCR 20245-2 Pt 52
from Exmagma can also be heard here. Bass and drums were 1CD acloBne - owease

provided by two musicians from the band Eulenspygel, Peter Weber
(bass) and Peter Garattoni. The LP was mixed by Achim Bosch, who
was responsible for many early German rock records. Stylistically,
‘Belleville’ is unique, both then and now. While Andy Goldner's past 0
musical paths can be categorised as krautrock or prog, he mixes
this basis (see also the line-up) with the then current new wave
punk, some hard rock and in two cases even reggae. This stew
never sounds contrived or cramped, but comes across as natural
and gripping. This cult album is now available on CD for the first
time, remastered of course, including liner notes by Andy Goldner
himself. In the nineties, he worked as a producer for Helga Pictures,
among others, and also focused on film music.
